Enough: Discovering Joy Through Simplicity and Generosity 
 

I lift up my eyes to the hills— 
from where will my help come?  

My help comes from the LORD,  
who made heaven and earth. (Psalm 121:1-2) 

 

Command those who are rich in this present world not to... put their hope in 
wealth, which is so uncertain, but rather on God. (1 Timothy 6:17) 

 

This is a remarkable and frightening time for our economy. The current 
economic crisis is also a crisis of faith. When we can’t trust our financial 
institutions, the stock market, our banks, or our government we find ourselves 
afraid, and that fear often leads to either cynicism or panic. This may be the most 
potent enemy we’re facing today. When the nation was in the midst of the 
depression in 1933, Franklin Delano Roosevelt spoke these famous words in his 
first inaugural address: 

 

. . . Let me assert my firm belief that the only thing we have to fear is fear 
itself—nameless, unreasoning, unjustified terror which paralyzes needed 
efforts to convert retreat into advance. 
 

Stress. Anxiety. Fear. These words capture well the state of mind of many 
in America today. We have witnessed dramatic market losses, the collapse of the 
world’s largest insurance company, and many bankruptcies and mergers. Every 
day seems to bring another piece of economic uncertainty.  

 
A recent survey found that over three in four Americans are stressed 

about the economy and their personal finances. Half were worried about 
providing for their family’s basic needs. Over half of respondents reported feeling 
angry and irritable, and reported lying awake at night worried about this. The 
report concludes that, ―The declining state of the nation’s economy is taking a 
physical and emotional toll on people nationwide.‖
